If you were unable to qualify last year for
the Sleepy Creek Septic System Pumping
Program because your system had been
pumped within three years, please check
your records to see if you qualify now that
another year has passed.

In an effort to reduce fecal coliform in
Sleepy Creek, the Sleepy Creek Project
Team has acquired funds to help offset the
cost of having your septic tank pumped
every three years.

If your tank has not been pumped since
January 2008, you are eligible to be
reimbursed for one-half the cost of the
pumping up to a maximum of $150.

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MARCELLUS SHALE ISSUES EXPLAINED AT GENERAL MEMBERSHIP MEETING

West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection officer John M.S. King presented an introduction of the issues sur-
rounding natural gas drilling in Marcellus Shale to a packed house at the SCWA semi-annual general membership meeting on
December 9. Almost 50 attendees learned of the problems other counties have experienced with water withdrawal for use in
the fracturing procedure used in the horizontal underground well drilling. Safe disposal of the hundreds of gallons of wastewa-
ter from the procedure is also a major issue. King urged members to write legislative representatives and request that effective
regulations be enacted this session to address these important problems with this fast expanding method of extracting natural
gas from West Virginia reserves.
